A Poster is Worth a Thousand Thoughts

Every time there is a need to find a new message or image
to express our emotions and thoughts, we usually resort
to the archetypal question: Why are we doing it? When
we find the answer, we feel good and draw energy to
persevere.

I remember the endless conversations in our Society to
decide on basic issues such as do we sell books and T-
shirts, and what companies do we want as sponsors. But, I
think that we spent even more time in finding the image
and the message for a poster we wanted to produce.

Today, looking back over 20 years, we can recognize in
the posters’ messages the particular feelings of the various
situations of the time. For example, the motto “We can

all live together” which was printed on our first stickers,
and has to date never ceased to figure in most of our
publications, reflected a positive start. The next motto
“Small steps to an uncertain future” coincides with the first
conflicts on the beaches between unlimited development
and nature conservation. Later came the motto “We have
lived together, we will live together”, which incorporates

a sense of experience and a desire for perseverance.
Finally, the motto “The richness of the sea is my fortune”,
printed on T-shirts and stickers for fishermen, reflects the
interrelation of financial gains and biological diversity.

The 28 posters presented in this publication, mark the
20-year-old history of ARCHELON. They are grouped in
two basic categories. The first includes those issued by
ARCHELON, the second those that were issued by others
but somehow inspired by ARCHELONs activities. It is
also possible that in the last category there may be other
posters that we are not aware of.

To celebrate our 20th anniversary we decided to tell the
history of the Society not so much by words but rather by
images, because we believe in the high effectiveness of the
image in best delivering a message.
