“Introduction

This year, the 30th anniversary was marked by the happenings at the
programme in Kyparissia Bay. This year was the year with the highest
number of nests ever. It surpassed that of Zakynthos and came first.

This year, all the plans for the “development” of Kyparissia Bay were
unfurled by ambitious “investors”. Also harsh reactions were revealed
from a group of locals who believe they can occupy beaches, usurp the
public good - that is the environment - and express themselves with vio-
lence against volunteers of ARCHELON, whom they see as an obstacle to
their short-sighted and harmful plans for the local economy. The govern-
ment is trying to impose a regime of protection in the region and control
development, not very successfully I must say, in order to maintain the
unique competitive advantage the Municipality of Trifylia has... the sea
turtles. Once again in this country, the turtles are the “cause” for enforcing
planning legislation and preserving the ecological value of an area.

For what the volunteers have offered I will only say this. The in-
crease in the nests in the Bay of Kyparissia is largely due to them. The
fencing of nests, to avoid predation, has allowed for 3 decades now
more turtles to return and nest on the beach where they once hatched
from. Four hundred volunteers each year on 75 kilometers of sandy
beaches protect 2,500 nests, thus contributing to the conservation of
biodiversity on the planet. Four hundred volunteers each year struggle
for the well-being of human societies, reminding us all that Homo sapi-
ens cannot exist without a healthy natural environment.

At a time when the global financial crisis amply demonstrates the
failures of the development model that we have been following now for
years, and when moral values have been set aside at the quest volunteer-
ing comes to awaken us and remind us that “I” is not the solution. The
answer to environmental and social degradation is “we”, it is offering, it
is understanding and being compassion, it is recognizing that we all live
in the same house ... and in a house, everyone contributes.

We all in ARCHELON have been offering for 30 years. We want to
become more to offer more. We are waiting for you!

And since the most important force on the planet is human labour,
everyone who wants to find out what ARCHELON is and how much it
offers, let him/her try to find out what drives young people who work
in the field every day.

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“Who is ARCHELON

Afterwards, I would like to learn who ARCHELON is, beyond the typical
things I have been told. And some things on the side ...

So let me begin with the name, for “the investigation of the mean-
ing of words is the first step to education” as ancient Greeks used to say.
The most laconic of the founders thought “Archelon” should replace the
needlessly big “Sea Turtle Protection Society of Greece” or the incoherent
“STPS” that once was the acronym used for our society. It was the time
when ancient-like names were a trend. It derives from Archelon ischyros
(Archelon the powerful) the scientific name of the skeleton fossil of a sea
turtle with a length of over 4 meters.

The objective, anyway, was very clear from the beginning: study
and protection of sea turtles and their habitats and raising public aware-
ness. So ARCHELON, is clearly a Greek organization. It was founded in
1983 by a group of people who were already working for the study and
protection of sea turtles in the Greek coasts. Their coming together in
an institutionalized society empowered their “voice” toward the Greek
state and the European Union, and could also claim protection measures
in a structured manner.

I redirect you to the last chapter “Brief History”, to see what ARCHE-
LON has accomplished so far.

He had not asked for it, he was not asked
for it. It happened. They always listened to him carefully. Should a disagree-
ment ever come up, his will sealed the final decision. When he argued with
somebody else, the rest concurred in favour of him. ...”

Here is where the Director is /°
everyday and most of the employees. KEATPO SALOTHE

There is also the Rescue Centre (page 29-31 up),
the turtle hospital that is accommodated in train wagons at Glyfada a
rather expensive suburb SE of Athens. Here your eye reaches far away
over the Saronic Gulf to the island of Aegina and even further. Besides
the injured turtles that are being treated by volunteers here, groups of
students come to attend the educational programmes of ARCHELON eve-
ryday. Here is where meetings take place with the field coordinators at
the beginning of every season, as well as many other events.

There is also a big Warehouse (page 31 down), in Metamorphosis
of Attica, rented by the Society. There is where much of the equipment
used in the summer field camps comes from. There is where a lot of
valuable archives are stored, but also objects for future use, while oth-
ers with no such hope.
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In the rest of Greece

There is great variety in the landscape of the field Camps (page 32). The
locations are somewhat ever-changing like the sand of the beaches. As
for the comfort, one time that of a 5 star hotel and another time that of the
living conditions of Homo erectus. Nevertheless, if you read the Leavers’
Books of the camps, you will be pleasantly surprised by the freshness,
bonding, cooperation and humour that your colleagues impart.

Information Stations (page 33) are of great variety. Turtles are the reason
to keep many beaches under control, in terms of use and development.
This is something that seems to disagree with several local vested inter-
ests. So every year information stations change location, depending on
the opposition or the friendliness some of the residents feel towards the
Society, meaning depending on the latest struggle between ARCHELON
and the local authorities concerning illegal constructions such as roads,
sewage systems, beach bars, houses or destruction of dunes.

When I first went to Zakynthos in 1989 as a volunteer, I remember that
what had impressed me the most was the Society’s magnificent ability for
social intervention, especially in the local community. Without having of-
fices and paid staff, only with the passion and enthusiasm of the volunteers
working for some months on the beaches, ARCHELON managed to inter-
vene in local authorities, local media, schools, hotels, and openly question
the development model in the area of Laganas. I remember Lily Kornaraki,
project leader at that time, walking in and out the Prefect’s office, the local
television channels, the radio stations, the meetings with official agencies
and the hotels in order to transfer, despite many reactions, ARCHELON’s vi-
sion for sustainable development and nature protection, concepts then still
unknown to the broader public. Years later, those efforts ended up in the
creation of the National Marine Park, the first national park with a manag-
ing body in Greece. ARCHELON's vision came true. The volunteers’ passion
and enthusiasm changed reality, changed the way a society thought.
Today, ARCHELON's volunteers keep protecting nests, informing the
public, schoolchildren, and without realizing it, are affecting the way lo-
cal societies think. They are agents of
change, carriers of a message calling
people to live in harmony with the

YES in Zakynthos with its habitats, yes in Zakynthos of the Caretta
caretta sea turtle, where initiatives and daily struggling for many years
led to the creation of the Zakynthos National Marine Park and the first
Management Agency of a protected area in Greece.

The presence of Greenpeace, WWEF, Medasset, the fighting spirit of
our small ecological group, radios - newspapers, the church of Lithakia
with our beloved priest Bozikis.

So, thirty years ARCHELON full of innovation and initiatives for the
environment, quality of life, protection of sea turtle habitats.

I refer to
the European courts, the conservative local reactions and the fears on our
island, financial vested interests in the areas of the turtle’s habitats.

Congratulations to those carrying on, the friends, the hundreds
of volunteers from all over the world who continue to come and help
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the turtles come ashore to give birth, perpetuating their history. I am
lucky and blessed to be ARCHELON'’s oldest member and I consider it
an honor and strength in order to continue with my life.

Observing egg laying

In my opinion, nothing compares to becoming witness of such a pri-
vate and primeval procedure like the egg laying of a sea turtle.

From the moment we noticed her bulk at the edge of the water, I
realized I had the unique chance of being in front of a wild reptile, the
turtle, which was crawling slowly and with difficulty on land, outside
her natural environment, and digging her nest with incredible care and
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accuracy with her back
flippers, without looking,

Comparing this proc-
ess with human abilities,
I thought of the value
and effectiveness of the
commitment to the goal,
persistence, patience and
stability.

On top of the shell of
some turtles we could see,
aside from barnacles, sea-
weed, shellfish and even
small crabs. I was won-
dering what her journey
might have been and what part of the Mediterranean Sea could she be
carrying them from, like a moving rock.

The marine journeys of the ancient people in the Mediterranean Sea
came to my mind, where among various products they were also exchang-
ing cultural features. Because of the sea turtles, we too would be exchang-
ing thoughts, ideas and experiences with the other “turtlers”.

We were observing the egg laying process with awe, while trying to
be silent and to keep out of sight of the turtle. Sometimes, when she was
realizing we were there, maybe by smell, I was feeling guilty, for hav-
ing disturbed her. She wouldn’t leave though, until she had completed
the camouflage, in order to protect her nest as much as she could. When
we were tagging the turtle (something necessary for her protection and
study) we were trying to be brief and silent, touching the turtle as lit-
tle as possible. Afterwards, we let her return to the sea immediately,
observing her from afar without turning on flashlights.

Our respect for the egg laying of the sea turtle helped us respect the
rest of the environment, natural or human. It contributed to our respect-
ing diversity in nationality, religion, culture, character, age, profession
and needs of the people we associate with.

In some cultures, turtles are a symbol of wisdom. This is not a coin-
cidence. I, in any case, lying on the sand, with the sounds of the coast
in the dark, learned a lot by watching her.

I will never forget the day I first came to Laganas, in July of 1991. A
traumatic experience. I was 25 years old and I think that, were I was
younger and less conscious, I would have left, therefore I would have
missed all the exciting things I experienced the next days, the wonder-
ful friendships I made, but also one of my life goals.

When I arrived, some volunteers warned me about the hard work
waiting for me: “You will neither be on vacations here nor stay idle”.
Back then, the Greek volunteers were worried if the turtle was hurt
when we put on the tag.

The foreign volunteers on the other hand, were assigning me work
of 15-20 hours each day, without any direct contact with the animal,
something they kept for themselves. After 15 days, I was allowed, by
my then coordinator of the Programme Dimitris Dimopoulos, to go to
Sekania where “my epiphany came”.

Until then, I had had enough of kiosk, presentations etc. and other
things that I didn’t like. The one thing I had really enjoyed was a visit
by the Raissis family, members, since then, of the Board of Directors
of ARCHELON. They stayed a couple of hours and we talked. I felt that
this honoured the volunteers.

I am thinking now, that the beach coordinators back then didn’t know
much about the history, work and the people of the Society. Seminars did
not take place like they do today. Maybe they themselves were novices,
resulting in not integrating the newcomers immediately in the team.
“Every start is difficult”.

I am convinced the members of the Board should visit the beaches and
communicate with the volunteers. The benefit will be big for both sides.

After all these personal experiences you realize how strong ARCH-
ELON should be in order to make me want to stay on until today. I have
already named it a life goal of mine, to be elected on the three-member
committee attending the meetings of the Board and to make (delicious
as they say) the new year’s cake for 50-60 people.

I escaped to ARCHELON in 2012 as a first time volunteer. I love nature,
especially reptiles and had heard about the sea turtles of Greece from
my grandparents who used to go camping in the Peloponnese. Finally
in October 2008 I visited Gythio and saw two volunteers excavating
the last nests, freeing 2 hatchlings that made it to the sea. Although I
hadn’t picked up the name of the organisation, before I returned home
a laminate of a slide-show washed up on the shore which I kept as a
souvenir.

2011 had brought some traumatic events in my life and after some
recovery but still ‘shell-shocked’ I was apprehensive if it was a good idea
to come to such a busy place, so far away, with many new people but I
needed something completely different to occupy my mind and rekindle
my passion for life. All I can say is... it was the BEST decision I could
have made. My time here, the people and the turtles have definitely
healed wounds! When I returned this year in 2013 I almost cried for joy
at returning ‘home’ to ‘my’ olive trees in basecamp! Despite the tough
start to this season I am already considering coming again next year...

I remember seeing my first nesting female on Kalamaki beach all too
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well. Picture this; bright moonlit night, baited breath, heart beating real-
ly fast whilst sneaking up behind a ‘moving rock’ like a cat. When close
behind her, we laid on the still warm sand and watched this dedicated
ancient reptile slowly dig her nest with her hind flippers with such care
and skill. But it was her breathing that took my breath away. Deep slow
and laborious almost reminiscent of the sound of waves, really made it
hit home that we were witnessing one of the last living dinosaurs. Al-
though I have seen more since then — watching the adults during nesting
remains truly special! As for the hatchlings, it’s a really crazy part of the
season! They are indescribably cute and very fragile and it is at this time
you most notice how vital the work of ARCHELON is...

I chose Zakynthos as it seemed the biggest, busiest project and I
wasn’t wrong! Days are very long and the work is exhausting but the
variety of shifts and the other volunteers, definitely keeps you inspired
and draws out energy from unknown sources! As someone who is quite
people-shy I felt welcomed by my new ‘basecamp-family” and quickly
settled in. It’s not just the burning sun which will give you heat-stroke
but also the hearts of the volunteers.

So, if you are looking to give some of your time to a cause where you
can directly see the very valuable difference your work makes — come to
ARCHELON! But I warn you... Once you've experienced the project you
may need to put any summer holidays on hold as you'll more than likely
want to come again!

He/she is not there only to organize things, but to help you
when it is necessary.

* So, bring some good moods with you and I'm sure you will not just
have the feeling of doing something that makes sense, but at the
same time you will have a great time.

e I'm sure when you will leave, you will feel a little different, a little
wiser than before and a lot richer with the experiences you have

shared and the people you have interacted with.

“Seven research studies on voluntarism
that may drive your choices

* A 2012 study by Charities Aid Foundation classifies citizens globally ac-
cording to the funds and mostly the time they invest in charity activities.
Greece is ranked 145th among 146 countries. The Scandinavian countries
occupy the top positions.

* According to a survey on voluntarism commissioned by TEDX Athens
that was presented in May 2013, 85% of interviewees replied they had
never partaken in voluntary activities. However, 34% responded that it is
highly possible that they will participate in some future voluntary action.

e Furthermore, a study carried out by the Vancouver University in
Canada, voluntarism has positive impacts on physical health: The
levels of cholesterol, fat and tissue inflammation in volunteers were
lower than those who do not participate in voluntary activities. Vol-
unteering is good for the heart too.

* Arecent study by Exeter Medical School in the UK showed that vol-
unteers displayed 20% less mortality risk in relation to those who
do not volunteer. Additionally, volunteers had lower depression lev-
els, increased satisfaction in life and enhanced wellbeing,

* Another survey on volunteerism by the NGO Timebank among 200
of the largest companies in the UK revealed that 73% of employers
would prefer to hire people with experience in volunteering. That is
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how 94% of employees who volunteered got their first job or earned
a pay raise or promotion.

* According to a study of the University of Essex in a random sample
of 100 Municipalities in England, the areas with a high living stand-
ard also displayed high levels of voluntarism and health. Criminal-
ity was low, students had higher grades and claimed to be «very
happy» with their lives. The survey also showed that there is a cor-
relation between giving to fellow people and good quality of life.

* The Australian Bureau of Statistics estimated that during the period
2006-2007 the 4.6 million volunteers in the country dedicated a total
of 623 million hours, the value of which reached $14.6 billion.

Conclusion: Volunteering is beneficial in many aspects. And this is the
right time for us Greeks to change our attitudes toward voluntarism. It
is the most «cost efficient» choice.

%ARCHELON: a beach with 30 years of life

From 1986 to this day I share my love and concern for the sea turtles as
a member of the ARCHELON family. Initially as a volunteer at Lakonikos
Bay and later as a project leader, project coordinator and scientific part-
ner. As a member of ARCHELON I leant the principles and values of vol-
unteering, by participating in the oldest and with the largest number of
volunteers conservation project in Greece.

On the occasion of the 30th anniversary, I ponder upon the happy mo-
ments and the bad moments, the «small steps toward an uncertain fu-
ture» to quote the slogan of our first posters printed two decades ago.

Thirty years dedicated to voluntarism: this uniting force that has the
power to multiply human capacities, not just to sum up many individual
outcomes.

Some thoughts follow from one of the hundreds of the ARCHELON
volunteers, who spent thousands of days and moments with the other
«turtlers». All these moments are depicted in one picture: they look like
sand grains that form small and big sand dunes within the vast and di-
verse beach of the 30 years of ARCHELON.

the beach. But I find equally important the public awareness work,
informing locals and visitors and raising funds for ARCHELON.

Define your personal targets regardless of your working post. Think
how you can help in winter from your own country.

I feel that I am the eyes and the ears of ARCHELON that record infor-
mation necessary for my field leaders in order to redress problems
and shortcomings. I learn to work in a tightly knitted team, to enjoy
the beauties and to deal with the difficulties of cooperation.

At some moment of rest, count the results of your team and your own
personal contribution.

Our field leaders are the ones that first have to deal with difficult
situations that arise within the local communities. But I have a role
to play too, by supporting the leaders’ work, with the power of my
volunteer work dedicated to a cause that touches upon all of us.

Search for the history of sea turtles: hard times and «friction with the
local community» then at the start of the ‘90s on Zakynthos with our
campaign «Marine Park on Zakynthos NOW!», similar to the difficul-
ties faced today at Kyparissia Bay.

The above excerpt is taken from the amazing documentary by Lefteris Fy-
laktos, “The ARCHELON Bubble” filmed on the ARCHELON programme
at Rethymnon in 2007.

I believe that most ARCHELON volunteers, myself included, have at
some point identified with the above words. In fact, this is one of the main
reasons that make them feel enthusiastic and return time after time to the
nesting beach programmes. It is this «other reality», contact with nature,
other cultures, life on a camp, that makes volunteering for ARCHELON very
attractive, and maybe all these participants want to escape from the «real
world». The ARCHELON summer programmes have exactly what many
young people are yearning for. To travel the world without going places, to
feel that they are useful, and to experience nature. On those programmes
they meet people of their own age, and mentality, which inevitably forms
ties between them, resulting in the creation of a unique culture, for which
the volunteer above speaks about. This is a kind of culture, which is dif-
ficult to be understood by outsiders, and this inevitably leads to building a
«wall» between volunteers and the rest of the world.

I think it is happening to many, mainly Greek volunteers, who return
home to realize that their friends have a hard time understanding their en-
thusiasm of being on the ARCHELON programme. Especially in the early
days, the local community found it hard to understand what made some
young people live, for even 5 months, under rough conditions in a field for
the sake of some quaint animal, like the sea turtle.

Many decades ago, while watching a Jacques Cousteau documentary about
sea turtles on my black-and-white TV in Brooklyn, New York, I didn’t im-
agine that I'd ever be in a position to actually see a live sea turtle or to do
anything to help one, and yet ... here I am, thanks to ARCHELON!

Several years ago, when I found myself facing early retirement when
the company I worked for in Athens closed, I looked around for ways I
could do something useful and worthwhile. After a Sunday afternoon vis-
it to the ARCHELON Sea Turtle Rescue and seeing the turtles being treated
and learning about their plight, as well as being inspired by the volunteers
who work so hard there, I quickly decided that was the place for me. But
what could 1 do there? I knew that I couldn’t do the physically demand-
ing work that volunteers do, like picking up and carrying the turtles and
bending down to scrub tanks, and I was afraid there wouldn’t be a place
for me. However, ARCHELON staff members Elly, Theoni, Anthoula and
Pavlo were very quick to welcome me and accept my offer to help with
writing and/or translating articles, helping with paperwork in the RC of-
fice, and later on, with the help of a friend (Jane Mantarakis) who also
became an ARCHELON volunteer, become active in helping organizing
events and getting English language teachers to bring their students to the
RC and to raise public awareness in their local communities, as well as as-
sisting during organized group visits of foreign students and tourists.

The experience is such a rewarding one: Where else can you do so
many interesting things and come in contact with animals whose ances-
tors lived at the same time as the dinosaurs? Where else can you meet and
work together with so many people of all ages from so many different
countries and from so many different walks of life, while at the same time
learning so many new things and doing something for the greater good?

Aside from taking care of the turtles, there are many jobs which
need to be done at the RC, such as routine maintenance tasks like
painting and gardening, helping out at events, just to name a few.

My experience with ARCHELON started in the late 80’s. My initial in-
volvement with the events of the Society was linked to the programme
of environmental education. Anna suggested I deal with presentations
in schools and so, armed with a suitcase full of slides, two projectors
and the necessary instructions, I was visiting schools, mainly in Ath-
ens, trying to raise awareness among children on issues of environ-
mental protection.

To all young volunteers who will work in environmental education,
I would like to recommend from my experience: To have enthusiasm
and conviction about what they do, good preparation and mastery of the
presentation material; good knowledge of the history of the Society, its
objectives and activities; and ability to manage groups of children.

To have also great patience and endurance. We get more innocent and
emotional reaction from younger children. Older pupils, tend to wonder
what we may gain from this effort. They have difficulty accepting that the
only benefit gained is that we remain true to our ideals and to the satisfac-
tion of our own soul. I'm not sure that we manage to convince them.

Children behave differently depending on the region, which is their
school, particularly those of central Athens, distinguishes great irritability,
hyperactivity and sometimes indifference. The speakers must keep their
temper in trying to calm the children and in Cooperatlon with the teacher
at the end it all goes well. We must al-
ways not only respect the view-points
of younger pupils but also listen care-
fully even to their most naive question
and to always answer.

In case, you find a weak support to
our presentation by the teacher, take
initiatives, always with respect to the
surroundings.

In closing I wish the young volun-
teers and ARCHELON every success in
their work.

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sara in Crete, for southern Kyparissia Bay and Lakonikos Bay. These
plans concern areas of NATURA 2000, and have taken into considera-
tion the human factor and the needs of local societies. It also helps au-
thorities manage tourist development with innovative solutions that
are internationally applied.

Nest protection. Every year ARCHELON surveys 70 kilometers of
beaches. Every turtle nest in danger, mainly by human actions, is pro-
tected on site or transferred to safe sites following strict rules. Thousands
of hatchlings reach the sea every year thanks to ARCHELON work.

“Nursery” of conscious citizens. More than 500 volunteers from all
over the world work every year with ARCHELON acquiring experience
by participating in organized projects for the protection of biodiversity
and, more specifically, the sea turtles. Then many of these people staff
key positions in Greece and other countries taking important decisions
about the planet’s future.

A symbol of the threatened wildlife. With its long standing and
pioneering educational work, ARCHELON laid the foundation for the
cooperation between NGOs and schools, and has made Caretta caretta
the most popular endangered species. It has also turned the sea turtle

into a symbol of wildlife under threat of extinction in Greece. At the
ARCHELON Sea Turtle Rescue Centre, over 50 turtles are treated every
year. Apart from being treated and released to the wild, these turtles
serve as a perfect stimulus to raise public awareness.

Distinctions. ARCHELON has been honoured with the Environment
Award by the Academy of Athens, the Environment Award by Ford,
the Award of TUI for its cooperation with tourism and others.
